ATHLETIC RULES
11. Competitors must wear the kilt and Highland hose at all times while on the athletic field. Exceptions to this rule must have the prior approval of the Athletic 
Director and/or the Head Judge.
2. All events will be governed by the Scottish American Athletic Association (SAAA) rules. The SAAA and the sponsors of the Highland Game reserve the right to test 
any competitor for the use of steroids and other performance altering substances.
3. Late entries and field entries, if accepted, are subject to a $5 late charge.
4. Decisions of the Judges and Athletic Director are final.
5. The organizers of the Highland Game and the SAAA reserve the right to change, combine, or eliminate scheduled events.
6. By my signature on the entry form I release my rights to any photographs or facsimiles taken of me during my participation in the
Heavy Events Competition at these games and grant the SAAA and the organizers of the Game the right to use reproduce and publish the photographs or facsimiles at 
their discretion.
7. The competition is expected to include the traditional eight heavy events of Scottish Highland athletics; however, the scheduling of final competition events is at the 
discretion of the Athletic Director and Judges.
8. If there are fewer than 4 athletes pre-registered in a class, no individual medals will be awarded. If there are fewer than 3 athletes in a class, no aggregate award will 
be presented. 
9. Competitors under the age of 18 MUST have a parent or legal guardian co-sign the application and also be present during the entire competition.
10. Competitors may not consume alcoholic beverages while competing on the field.  Violation will result in disqualifying the offender from the competition.
